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Volunteer Mentor Job Description

Program Description:

Project PLAY mentors act as coaches in order to help youth in need achieve their goals.  Go out to eat, look for jobs, play sports, create art, take a campus tour, or participate in one of the fun activities organized each month by the program. Teens are talented, creative, and insightful young people who want an adult to help them achieve their goals. They are between 15 and 18 years old and attend Thornton High School in Daly City. Youth are often struggling with meeting graduation requirements, relationships, and/or legal issues. Mentors do not need to be from Daly City, only able to get there.

Project PLAY (Peer Leadership Alternatives for Youth) is a program of The Daly City Youth Health Center.  The health center provides free and confidential services to youth including primary medical care, mental health and vocational counseling, peer education, and the mentor program. 

Benefits:

· Opportunity to inspire a young person and make an impact on their life

· Get practical experience working with youth

· Enhance your communication skills  

· Show a young person the value of consistency and positive relationships

· Network with other adults and professionals who work with youth

· Letters of recommendation for those who successfully complete the program!

Mentor Qualifications:

· 20 years or older
· Experience and/or strong desire to working with teens

· Able to be a source of consistency and non-judgmental while communicating  with youth

Mentor Commitment:

· Commit to program from September 2007 until June 2008 (includes mentor training)
· Attend fun and interactive mentor training (tentatively Thursday evenings from 6:15-9pm for 5 weeks)

· Meet a minimum of 2-3 hours every week at you and your youth’s convenience
· Maintain weekly contact with your youth
· Keep notes that briefly document what you and your youth did and turn them in monthly to the Mentoring Coordinator 
· Communicate at least 2 times a month with the Mentoring Coordinator
· Attend bi-monthly support/training sessions for Mentors

· Attend monthly group activities with your youth
Application and Screening Process:

· Fill out an application that you can obtain by calling the Project PLAY office, or by downloading from our website (www.DalyCityYouth.org)

· Interview with Project PLAY staff
· Complete initial Mentor Training
· Complete a criminal background check (fingerprint clearance)
· Provide proof of automobile insurance and valid CDL if transporting youth
